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Rosary Patch Program 

Introduction 
 

Like the Pope John Paul II program, this is excellent for anyone to get started in earning 

religious emblems, or in cases where a Scout has to wait until he is eligible to earn his 

next emblem. Most questions are well suited for discussion around a kitchen table with 

family, or with a Scout, school or the Rosary Patch Program together. The questions are 

in three age groups and well suited for any youth or adult. Each emblem may be earned 

in one session or shorter sessions over a longer period, and may be earned in any 

sequence, with no time requirement between patches.  Participants may enjoy this 

program with friends or family, while learning about the Mysteries of the Rosary and 

their faith.

The Apostles Creed  
 

I BELIEVE in God, the Father Almighty, Creator of Heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ,  

His only Son, our Lord; who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,  

suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was buried. He descended into hell; the  

third day He arose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, sitteth at the right hand of  

God, the Father Almighty from thence He shall come to judge the living and the dead. I  

believe in the Holy Spirit, the Holy Catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness  

of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen.

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed by Thy Name; Thy kingdom come; Thy will be done  

on earth as it is in heaven.

To thee do we cry,  

poor banished children of Eve. To thee do we send up our sighs, mourning and weeping in  

this valley of tears.
