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COORDINATOR OF YOUTH MINISTRY 
 

In this manual, the term “coordinator of youth ministry” pertains to any lay, religious, or 
cleric serving as youth ministry leaders.  Depending on local needs, these ministers may be 
employed by a parish (full-time or part-time) or may serve the parish as a volunteer.  

 
These individuals may conduct ministry under a variety of titles locally, including but not 

limited to coordinator of youth ministry, director of youth ministry, and/or parish youth minister. 
 
Some pastoral associates, parish coordinators and other catechetical leaders may also 

share responsibility for youth ministry and as such may be considered youth ministry leaders, 
hereafter referred to as coordinator of youth ministry. 
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
